Resetting the MM200 Data Memory

This document explains the process for resetting the MM200 data memory from a Windows 7 PC. The serial
communications program Tera Term must be installed prior to following these instructions, and a serial to USB
converter must be purchased. Note that this will reset all configurable features of the MM200 such as analog
output and set point settings.

1. Plug the serial to USB converter into your PC.
2. Open the Start Menu.
